1. Introduction

Babu Jagjivan Ramji affectionately called Babuji was a freedom fighter and a crusader for social
justice. He was a National leader, a great Parliamentarian, Union Minister for more than three
decades and champion of depressed classes. His main concern was upliftment of
underprivileged and depressed classes and restoration of human dignity to millions of
untouchables of the society.

Babu Jagjivan Ram National Foundation was established on 14" March, 2008 as an Autonomous
Organization under the Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, in the memory of Babu
Jagjivan Ramji, to propagate his ideology and philosophy of life and missions, his vision to
create a casteless and classless society, eradication of untouchabality and continuous struggle for
achieving social justice for the dalits, downtrodden and weaker sections.

2. Objectives

The aim of the Babu Jagjivan Ram All India Essay Competition is to encourage writing on social
issues, among the students of Schools/Colleges/Universities/ Institutions and arouse their interest
